 Chandrayaan-2 Detects Solar Impact on Moon’s Exosphere 
 ISRO’s Chandrayaan-2 made a groundbreaking discovery by detecting the 

impact of Coronal Mass Ejections (CMEs) from the Sun on the Moon’s 
extremely thin exosphere. 
 

 
 

 During a rare solar event on May 10, 2024, CMEs caused a dramatic increase in 
the density and pressure of lunar atmospheric particles. 

 This finding, made via the CHACE-2 instrument, enhances understanding 
of lunar space weather.
