 Cultural pluralism is not a modern phenomenon. History provides 
many examples of different communities and cultures living side by side 
within the same society, co-existing peacefully, and sometimes, even 
amicably. The ancient empires of Persia, Egypt and Rome were culturally 
diverse. In India, similarly, people of diverse religions and languages have 
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lived together for several centuries. In some pre-modern societies, differences 
of religion were even legally recognized and accommodated. The Ottoman 
Empire, while affirming Islam as its own religion, gave formal recognition to 
Orthodox Greeks, Jews and Orthodox Armenians. In fact, under the Millet 
system, each of these three communities had certain legal rights to govern 
their own communities (Walzer 1997 : 17) 
 
 The co-presence of different communities within the same polity is, 
therefore, not a new occurrence. Cultural plurality has been a hallmark of 
many societies for a very long time. However, the existence of plurality at the 
societal level does not imply that multiculturalism as a value prevailed in 
these societies. The simultaneous presence of many cultures and communities 
within the same social space points to a plural social fabric, but it does not be 
token the presence of multiculturalism. The latter entails something more than 
the mere presence of different communities or the attitude of tolerance in 
society. Multiculturalism is concerned with the issue of equality: it asks 
whether the different communities, living peacefully together, co-exist as 
equals in the public arena. 
 
 It is this emphasis on equality that distinguishes multiculturalism from 
pluralism. Within the framework of plurality, the major concern is peaceful 
co-existence and amity. So long as communities have some degree of freedom 
to live by their own religious and cultural practices, their position vis-à-vis 
other groups and communities in the public arena is non-issue. Pluralism, in 
other words, indicates the presence of differences and marks a departure from 
policies aimed at annihilating the other, but that is all. It remains silent about 
the public status of these communities. Indeed, in most pre-modern societies, 
pluralism prevailed against the backdrop of a widely accepted hierarchy of 
cultures and communities. 
 
 The Millet system, which is regarded by many scholars as a prime 
example of tolerance, provided a fairly elaborate system of legal pluralism. It 
conceived the three acknowledged religious minority groups as semi-
autonomous entities with rights to manage and govern the life of their 
members. So long as they paid their taxes and lived peacefully, it did not 
interfere in the affairs of these communities. In fact, it communicated with 
them primarily through their leaders. Thus, it was the communal heads of the 
Millets who ‘were summoned to receive news on behalf of their 
constituencies’ while the rest of the population were ‘communicated by public 
criers’ (Lerner 1958 : 114). Yet, even within this system, the recognized 
religious communities enjoyed a relative degree of autonomy only vis-à-vis 
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their own members. They were subject to the same restrictions with regard to 
such issues as dress, proselytizing, intermarriage, etc., vis-à-vis the Muslims, 
who constituted the ruling community (Walzer, 1997 : 17-18). In this respect, 
the Ottoman Empire was not an exception. Here, like in many other plural 
societies, multiple communities coexisted but within an acknowledged 
framework of hierarchy with the ruler’s religion and culture occupying the 
highest position (see Gupta 1996 : 192-211) 
 Pluralism and tolerance are often most visible when the dominance of 
one community is unambiguously acceded. In medieval India, for instance, 
plural and syncretic existence was much in evidence when the subject 
population or its patron avowed their loyalty to the ruler. Thus we find Akbar 
allowing high ranking ‘Rajput officers in his service to build their own 
monumental temples in the provinces to which they are posted, as in the case 
of the Govind Deva Temple in Brindavan, patronized by Raja Man Singh 
(Eaton, 2001 : 71). By the same logic, when the implicit structure of dominance 
is challenged openly or even indirectly, tolerance swiftly vanishes. What we 
witness at such moments are acts of repression or unequivocal assertion of 
supremacy through such actions as desecration of the places of religious 
worship (see Eaton, 2000 and 2001). A plural social fabric or stories of 
collective participation in festivals and processions are, therefore, no 
indication of the absence of hierarchy and inequality. In fact, it often exists 
when the authority of the dominant community and the symbols of its power 
are readily accepted by others.

Injections alarm some patients; they can also alarm doctors and nurses. 
In America several thousand healthcare workers contract hepatitis every year 
by pricking themselves with needles carrying contaminated blood. They run a 
risk of contracting many other diseases too. Safer injections that cause less 
pain to patients are now available, but at a high price. 

 
The “Biojector” made by Bioject of Portland, Oregon is a hand held 

device about 20 km long. A plastic container that looks like a syringe without 
a needle fits on to one end. The plunger on the syringe is pressed not by a 
finger, but by a blast of carbon-dioxide which works much quicker. The drug 
gets blurted out of the fine blunt nozzle, at the end of the syringe at 800 km 
per hour; at that speed it hardly notices when it hits the patient’s skin and 
passes through. As the resulting hole is a third of the area of the syringe 
needle, and the whole process takes but a fraction of a second, the patient 
hardly notices either. Slip on a new sterile syringe and you are ready for the 
next patient with almost no risk of infection. 

 
Such jet-propelled injections have been around for decades often used in 

immunization programmes. However, they were administered by 
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cumbersome costly machines, with large tanks full of compressed carbon-
dioxide, big, unwieldy hand guns. The nozzles were made of rubics which 
were too expensive to change for each new immunization. Fine control over 
the depth to which the drug was injected was not possible. Some drug must 
be delivered deep into the muscle, others just under the skin 

 
 
Miniaturizing the machine took Bioject seven years and $10 m. the 

company had to find a way of ensuring that the pressure applied to deliver 
the medicine remains constant for each injection even though the volume of 
carbon-dioxide within the canister is always changing. It also had to make 
sure that the syringe can deliver variable amounts of the liquid and that the 
materials used to make the device do not buckle under the high pressure 
applied to them. The company developed a range of five different syringes, 
each tailored to suit a particular need. Children, for example, have less fat 
under their skins, and so the force with which the medicine is delivered, 
should not be so great as for older, fatter adults. 

 
Some snags remain. Although each Biojector can deliver up to 50,000 

shots, they are costly, almost $1,000 a piece, and 90 cents for each syringe. A 
disposable syringe with a needle typically costs 20 cents. Still some American 
hospitals and private doctors have started using the Biojector. If the company 
can get the price down, more may follow; in time injections may be no more 
traumatic than swallowing pills.

A hardly microbe that can withstand huge doses of radiation could have 

evolved this ability on Mars. 
 
That is the conclusion of Russian scientists who say it would take far 

longer than life has existed here for the bug to evolve that ability in Earth’s 
clement conditions. They suggest the harsher environment of Mars makes it a 
more likely birthplace. 

 
They hardy bugs could have travelled to Earth on pieces of rock that 

were blasted into space by an impacting asteroid and fell to Earth as 
meteorites. 

 
Deinococcus radiocurans is renowned for its resistance to radiation – it 

can survive several thousand times the lethal dose for humans. To investigate 
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how the trait might have evolved, Anatoli Pavlov and his colleagues from the 
Ioffe Physico-Technical Institute in St Peters burg tried to induce it in E-coli. 
They blasted the bugs with enough gamma rays to kill 99.9 percent of them, 
let the survivors recover, and then repeated the process. 

 
During the first cycle just a hundredth of the lethal human dose was 

enough to wipe out 99.9 percent of the bacteria, but after 44 cycles is took 50 
times that initial level to kill the same proportion. 

 
However, the researchers calculate that it would take thousands of such 

cycles before thee-coli were as hardy as Deinococcus. And on Earth it would 
take between a million and a hundred million years to accumulate each dose, 
during which time the bugs would have to be dormant. 

 
Since life originated on Earth 3.8 billion years ago, Pavlov does not 

believe that there has been enough time for this resistance to evolve. 
 
On Mars, the bugs could receive the necessary dose in just a few 

hundred thousand years, since radiation levels are much higher.
