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Valluvar's Government and Administration

The government of today's political concepts has three types of features. They are 1. Legislative
branch 2. Administration 3. Judiciary. In ancient times, all three types of powers were vested in
the government.

The characters of a king
The king is the basis of the government of a country, and Valluvar says that his characters are:

1. Fearlessness, generosity, intelligence, courage, lack of arrogance, education, and the ability
to research a subject and express bold opinions

2. Being a person who adheres to the royal virtues and stops murder, theft, etc. when they
occur

3. Being simple and sociable to the citizens

4. Being able to avoid evil and examine only good things

5. Being able to eliminate his own faults and condemn the faults of others
A king who is in harmony with all the above is the best king.

Executive

From Valluvar's perspective, governance is based on the appointment of government officials
such as ministers, army commanders, ambassadors, spies, etc. and their monitoring of their
activities.

The government officials that Valluvar identifies are:
1. Ministers

2. Ambassadors

3. Spies

4. Non-commissioned officers (soldiers)

5. Chiefs (leaders)
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Appointment of government officials

He describes the method of selecting government officials in two chapters, namely, Selection and
Confidence and Selection and Employment

Of greatness and of meanness too,
The deeds of each are touchstone true. (505)

Administrative ability

Administrative ability means “who can be employed for what job, who can be given which task
and will complete it properly, and people should be appointed and hired accordingly.”

Planning
If done thoughtfully and with planning, the task can be completed successfully.
Valluvar explain this

His joy who guards not 'gainst the coming evil day,
Like straw before the fire shall swift consume away.

Explains in the chapters on how to choose an action in Acting after due Consideration, The
Knowledge of Power, Modes of Action.

Legislation

One of the duties of the king is mentioned as making laws. In the chapter The Greatness of a King,
he says,

Who guards the realm and justice strict maintains,
That king as god o'er subject people reigns. (388)

While giving justice to a criminal, there should be no distinction between the citizens. Everyone
should be considered equally and punished.

This is what the verse,

To stand, like balance-rod that level hangs and rightly weighs,
With calm unbiassed equity of soul, is sages' praise (118)

If a king follows the general principles of governance as laid down by Valluvar, then and now,
that government will be a scepter-rule. There will be no room for tyranny. All the citizens will
praise and rejoice in the king. This is what the verse,

All earth looks up to heav'n whence raindrops fall;

All subjects look to king that ruleth all.
