The Service Homes provide suitable accommodation, food, health and medical facilities.

The inmates can also pursue their schooling if they had discontinued their studies.
The widows and deserted wives are also permitted to bring up their children in a conducive
atmosphere in these Service Homes.

TNCDW implemented the International Fund for Agricultural Development (IFAD) assisted
Women Development Project by forming Self Help Groups (SHGs) among women who were
involved in agriculture based activities during 1991-92 in Dharmapuri District and later
extended to Salem, South Arcot (Cuddalore and Villupuram), Madurai and
Ramanathapuram Districts in a phased manner upto 1994.

Based on the success of this Women Development Project, the State Government launched
“Mahalir Thittam”, a State Funded programme to all Districts.

Under this scheme, SHGs were formed with women members, provided with systematic
training, networked through federations and provided bank linkages for taking up income
generation activities for their socio-economic empowerment.

All the projects/programmes related to Poverty alleviation and development implemented
by both TNCDW and World Bank are the improved versions of Mahalir Thittam only.

PROTECTION OF WOMEN FROM DOMESTIC VIOLENCE ACT, 2005:

The Act ensures a woman’s right to reside in her matrimonial home. This Act has a special
feature with specific provisions under law which provides protection to a woman to ,live in
violence free home’.

Though this Act has civil and criminal provisions, a woman victim can get immediate civil
remedies within 60 days.
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Aggrieved women can file cases under this Act against any male adult perpetrator who is in
domestic relationship with her. They can also include other relatives of the husband and male
partner as respondents to seek remedies in their case.

Salient features of the Act:

Ensures Right to Residence under sec 17.

Ensures economic relief by recognising economic violence.
Recognises verbal and emotional violence.

Provides temporary custody of child.

Judgements within 60 days of filing of the case.

Multiple Judgements in a single case.

v' Prevention, which includes formation of Community Vigilance Groups/adolescents
groups, awareness and sensitization of important functionaries like policy,
community leaders and preparation of awareness generation materials, holding
workshops, etc.

v" Rescue, for safe withdrawal of the victim from the place of exploitation.

v" Rehabilitation, which includes providing safe shelter for victims with basic amenities
such as food, clothing, counselling, medical care, legal aid, vocational training and
income generation activities, etc.
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v" Reintegration, for restoring the victim into the family/community (if she so desires)
and the accompanying costs.

Swadhar Scheme is for women in difficult circumstances, especially destitute widows,
women rescued from trafficking, migrant or refugee women affected by natural calamities
like flood, earthquake, cyclone, mentally ill women, women victims of terrorist violence, etc.,
This Scheme provides food, clothing shelter, Vocational Training for the inmates. Income
generation programmes and placement are also components of swadhar scheme.

The Girl Child Protection Scheme, introduced by the Hon“ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu
in 1992, is a forerunner of all girl child schemes in India and the World.

The scheme has the twin objectives of preventing female infanticide as well as promoting
formal education of girls.

Mode of Deposits under the Scheme

Scheme-I: In respect of girl children born on or after 01/08/2011, an amount of I 50,000 is
deposited in the name of each eligible girl child, in the form of fixed deposit

Scheme-II: Similarly, for a family with two girl children, an amount of X 25,000 is deposited
in the name of each girl child born on or after 01/08/2011 in the form of fixed deposit

The above deposit is renewed at the end of every 5 years and on completion of 18 years of
age, the matured amount along with interest will be given to the girl child. To get this benefit,
the girl child should appear for 10th standard public examination. Thus, the matured amount
will help the girl child to pursue her higher education.

Impact of the Scheme

The reduction in the dropout rate of girl children and the increasing trend in the female
literacy of Tamil Nadu (from 64.43 percent in 2001 to 73.86 percent in 2011) can be attributed
to the Chief Minister*s Girl Child Protection Scheme.

Launched on 2nd October, 1975, the Integrated Child Development Services (ICDS) Scheme
is one of the flagship programmes of the Government of India and represents one of the
world’s largest and unique programmes for early childhood care and development.

It is the foremost symbol of country’s commitment to its children and nursing mothers, as a
response to the challenge of providing pre-school non-formal education on one hand and
breaking the vicious cycle of malnutrition, morbidity, reduced learning capacity and
mortality on the other.

The beneficiaries under the Scheme are children in the age group of 0-6 years, pregnant
women and lactating mothers.

Objectives of the Scheme are:

v' to improve the nutritional and health status of children in the age-group 0-6 years;

v" to lay the foundation for proper psychological, physical and social development of the
child;

v" to reduce the incidence of mortality, morbidity, malnutrition and school dropout;

v' to achieve effective co-ordination of policy and implementation amongst the various
departments to promote child development; and

v' to enhance the capability of the mother to look after the normal health and nutritional
needs of the child through proper nutrition and health education.

ICDS in Mission Mode:-

During the 12th Five Year Plan (2012-2017), Integrated Child Development Services Scheme
has been restructured to carry out, programmatic management and institutional reforms in a
phased manner, where Anganwadi Centres are repositioned as a “Vibrant Early Childhood
Development Centre” to become the “first out post” for learning, health and nutrition by
providing additional human resource and infrastructure.

29. Save Girl Child & Educate Girl Child Scheme (BETI Bachao Beti Padhav Scheme - BBBP)

Beti Bachao Beti Padhao Scheme was launched by the Government of India in the year 2015
to address the declining Child Sex Ratio (CSR) in the districts where it is far below the
national average of 918 per 1000 live births.

The census 2011 of India reveals the alarming decline in the Child Sex Ratio in the age group
of 0-6 years which led to the formulation of this scheme.

Objectives of the Scheme: -

v' To prevent gender biased sex selective elimination.
v" To ensure survival and protection of the girl child and
v" To ensure education and participation of the girl child.

Implementation of BBBP Scheme

On January 2015, Cuddalore was the only district in Tamil Nadu selected for implementation
of BBBP Scheme as the Child Sex Ratio (CSR) was far below the national average.

The successful implementation of the scheme over 3 years in the district has improved its
Sex Ratio at Birth (SRB) from 886 to 956 and also led the district to bag the National Award
during 2017.

In Tamil Nadu, in addition to Cuddalore district, the scheme has been extended to 10 Districts
viz., Ariyalur, Dharmapuri, Namakkal, Salem, Perambalur, Villupuram, Tiruvannamalai,
Thiruvallur, Tiruchirapalli and Chennai based on their CSR

BBBP National Award for the District - 2019 Namakkal District has been felicitated with
Best District National Award for its sustained performance in improving Sex Ratio at
Birth for the past four years.

Thiruvallur District has been felicitated with Best District National Award for its good

30. Sukanya Samriti Yojana

Sukanya Samridhi Yojna under Beti Bachao Beti Padhao (BBBP) campaign It was launched
by Prime Minister Narendra Modi on 22 January 2015 in Haryana to enhance the strength
and honour of the girl children across the country.

This scheme encompasses all the girls of every economic strata under 10 years of age to open
Sukanya Samridhi Account in Post offices and in the Banks. This account will be opened by
girls parents or legal guardians. In the account, a minimum of one thousand Rupees and
maximum of One lakh fifty thousand Rupees can be deposited annually, upon which interest
of 9.1% will be accrued.

When the girl child attains the age of 18 years, she herself would become eligible to operate
the account. Under the scheme, the girl child can withdraw 50 per cent of the money after
reaching age of 18 for higher education. The 18 years deadline will also help preventing child-
marriages

42. The Maintenance and Welfare of Parents and Senior Citizen Act, 2007
“EuBCprT WHBEID (WHS Glgwsdser LFTOfi WHBBID HeoFFL LD 2007

The Maintenance and Welfare of Parents and Senior Citizens Act, 2007, which provides a
statutory protection for the Maintenance and Welfare of Parents and Senior Citizens, as
guaranteed and recognized under the Constitution, is being implemented in this State with
effect from 29.09.2008. The Tamil Nadu Maintenance and Welfare of Parents and Senior
Citizens Rules have also been framed and notified on 31.12.2009.

For speedy disposal of petitions received under this Act, a Tribunal presided over by the
Revenue Divisional Officer has been constituted in each sub-division, to obtain maintenance
amount from children/legal heirs by the senior citizens and parents.

The District Social Welfare Officers are acting as the Maintenance Officers as well as
Conciliation Officers. An Appellate Tribunal chaired by the District Collector has been
constituted in each district to hear appeals against the orders of the Tribunal.

SALIENT FEATURES OF THE ACT

A senior citizen or a parent who is unable to maintain himself from his own earnings or out
of the property owned by him is entitled to make an application under Section 5 of the Act to
obtain maintenance amount from his children / legal heirs.

The maximum maintenance allowance shall not exceed 10,000 per month.
